Installing Drupal Locally

Go to http://drupal.org/project/Drupal+project and click on the
Download link just across from version 6.13 to download
drupal-6.13.tar.gz (1,080,373 bytes) as of Aug 24, 2009. Then
extract that archive into C:\wamp\www. You will see a containing
directory drupal-6.13 -- rename to drupal after extracting. Copy
file C:\wamp\www\drupall\sites\default\default.settings.php to
settings.php in the same directory, leaving the original intact.
In phpMyAdmin, create a database named drupal, then execute this
URL in the browser to run the drupal install script:

http://localhost/drupal/

Click "Install Drupal in English". When prompted to set up the
database, enter these values (nothing for the password):

Database name: drupal
Database username: root
Database password:

For the Configure site step, make sure to enter localhost for
the site name and remember your password:

Site name: Ex Libris (or whatever you like)

Site email address: whatever@anyDomain.com

Username: mikeb (or whatever your admin username will be)
Email address: whatever@anyDomain. com

Password: drupall23 (or whatever -- remember!)

Click "Save and continue". That should complete the
installation, likely with a mail warning, which can be ignored.
Click on the link to your new site to see the welcome:

Welcome to your new Drupal website!

Click "administration section" in step 1 to begin exploring.
Perhaps add a short story welcoming users to your site (stories
always go on the front page). Use the same URL as above to return
to your site later (it may be necessary to enter username and
password) :
