Installing WAMP

WampServer 2 is a Windows bundle of the Apache server, MySQL,
and PHP, all Open Source, all free. Downlcad from here (~15MB):

http://www.wampserver.com/en/download.php

Be careful if you already have a version of WAMP on your
machine -- do not install WampServer 2 before saving all data,
uninstalling the old WAMP, and deleting the old WAMP directory.

The downloaded file is an EXE -- simply run it and take all
defaults. Next be sure to turn off IIS, the native Windows
server, 1if present (and it may not be) and turn on Apache server
and MySQL as services. To do this go into the Control Panel and
choose Performance and Maintenance > Administrative Tools >
Services. You should get a screen like this:
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First right click IIS Admin if there (not shown) and choose
Properties. Make sure the service is stopped and for Startup
Type, choose Disabled. Similarly for wampapache amd wampmysgld,
make sure they are started and their Startup Type is Automatic.

Then try to execute http://localhost/ in your browser to show
the WAMP screen (over).
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
